School Council Meeting Minutes
Date of Meeting: Thursday 4th October 2007 9-10am
1. (Chair: Mr. Sansom) Minutes of previous meeting
Proposed: Esme, Seconded: Jacob.

Minutes were accepted as a true record of meeting.

2. (Chair: Bryannah) Results from Class Vote: “Would the class prefer certificates to replace Star/Learner of the Week or prizes for golden signatures in additional to bookmarks?”
Not all classes had received the samples so results held over until next meeting. Results so far (66.6% in favour of prizes, 33.3% in favour of Certificates).
3. (Chair: Bryannah) Results from Class Vote: “Would the class agree to ban sweets as birthday treats considering the options above?”
Only one class were in favour of banning sweets as birthday treats, however Mr. Sansom will produce a ‘guide’ for parents outlining alternatives discussed in previous meetings.

4. (Chair: Mr. Sansom) Fish Oil- ‘Equazen Eye Q’
Mr. Sansom briefed council on recent newspaper reports about Fish Oil supplements, they were all in favour of finding out more. Mr. Sansom will request further information.

5. (Chair: Mrs. Scholes) Healthy Schools Award
Mrs. Scholes said that she and Mr. Sansom had been working very hard towards achieving the award that we hope to get in December and thanked all of the parents who had returned the Drugs Questionnaire recently. She said that another questionnaire was being sent this week for parents.
Council reported that their PE lessons contained too many ‘skills’ and sometimes were repetitive- Mrs. Scholes to liaise with Mr. Cham and EvolveSports. Council report that clubs are being enjoyed by children who take part.
Mr. Sansom asked the council if they had had a PSHE lesson in the last two weeks. Every class had (apart from 1). He asked whether they enjoy the PSHE lessons and all said that they did with these reasons: ‘we like it when we talk about feelings’, ‘we like learning about our body and keeping clean and healthy’. One councillor said he wanted more opportunity to talk about feelings. 
6. (Chair: Mrs. Scholes) School Dinners

Mrs. Scholes asked council whether they liked the choice of the 4 week menu- council were all in favour. 

7. (Chair: Mr. Sansom) Safety Advisory Group (SAG)- carried over to next meeting
Mr. Sansom explained about the governing body Safety Advisory Group and said that the Pupil Governors will sit on the committee. He asked if council were aware of any safety issues around schools.
 Two children reported that on one occasion an external door was locked by the photocopier during the day.
 Two children expressed concerns about the logs and ropes on the playground, three children were concerned about children playing dangerously in the morning on the playground once their parents had gone. Mr. Sansom will raise these in the SAG meeting

11. (Chair: Mr. Sansom) AOB

Litter Pickers: All of the council thought these were a good idea although discussed a number of ‘teething problems’ due to the fact that everyone wanted to use them at the same time! Mr. Sansom says he will make the rota clearer in future. Mrs. Morris had said that there was no litter in the playground at the end of the school day since the litter pickers had been available.

Website: Mr. Sansom said that he’d created a School Council page on the school website with a photo of councillors and downloadable meeting minutes. The page is still under construction. 

Pencils and pens outside: Two councillors were concerned about the number of pens and pencils being found outside at playtimes and dinnertimes. Mr. Sansom asked class councillors to remind the children that they should not be taking their classroom pens and pencils outside.
